The RHS Britain in Bloom North West

The Friends entered,
for the first time this
year, the 'lt's Your
Neighbourhood' section
of the annual Royal
Horticultural  Society
North West in Bloom
awards. The presenta-
tions were held on 17th
October 2023.

As you may recall, we
reported that the sta-
tion platform garden
had been visited in July
by RHS Judge David
Bielewski, who said at
the time he thought the
planting was good and
very appropriate for the
station. He also asked
us about the history of
the station and how the
group became involved

We were invited to the
awards ceremony
which took place at
Bolton Football Sta-
dium Premier Suite,
where we enjoyed
lunch and the chance
to meet other groups.

We were seated with
the Friends of Waterloo
Park (FOWP) from
Ashton-u-Lyne who had
entered for the first
time last year.
